BGR 216 (ZH1/190.1) carries the title
“Optical Safety Guidance Systems”
this takes us on the challenge to per-
manently develop our product range
HIGHLIGHT – glowing persistent
safety products - further.

Safety guidance systems are especially
necessary if people are endangered
because of the breakdown of the artifi-
cial illumination. In general smoke
moves upwards and therefore this
results in an approx. 0,5 m high
smoke-free area above the floor. This
smoke-free zone is best suitable for the
installation of safety guidance systems
near the floor, because due to the
smoke the common rescue signs moun-
ted to the wall often become insuffi-
cient.

Optical safety guidance systems are

guidance systems, which provide a
safe escape route to lead people to an
exit or a safe area with the help of opti-
cal markers, markings, safety symbols
and indications of directions.

Steps, landings, banisters and ramps
along rescue lanes must be marked in
the way that the beginning, the route
and the end is clearly visible. The mar-
kings on step corners must be at least 1
cm wide.

Safety guidance systems must be
applied continuous throughout the buil-
ding all the way up to the closest safe
area. A marking on the floor with at
least three marks per meter can be
assumed as “continuous”.

Safety guidance systems near the
floor 
If an existing safety guidance system
not applied near the floor cannot fulfil

its purpose because of smoke; a safety
guidance system near the floor must be
installed. Safety guidance systems near
the floor are safety guidance systems,
where the upper border is no more
than 40 cm above the floor.

Escape doors along rescue ways and
emergency exists must be surrounded
with at least 2 cm wide, glowing persi-
stent materials. The doorknob must be
styled in a glowing persistent way or
the background of the doorknob area
must be equipped with glowing persi-
stent materials.

Material characteristics and illumination density

The glowing persistence of illumination pigments is based on fast physical
changes of the energy level of electrons in the atoms of the involved chemi-
cal elements of the illumination substances.

At the use of glowing persistent pigments in optical safety guidance systems
and emergency markings, their illumination density (brightness), the glo-
wing persistent brightness and the glowing persistent duration are of interest.
- The illumination density is measured in millicandela per square metre 

(mcd/m2) and is a measurement for the visible brightness impression of 
a surface. 

- The glowing persistent brightness is the illumination density measured 
after a certain time period from the moment of turning off the light source.

- The glowing persistent duration or fading duration is the time period until
the glowing can hardly be noticed anymore. As value 0,3 mcd/m2 were
fixed, which approximately corresponds to the hundred times observati-

on limit of the human eye.

In the BGR 216 (ZH1/1901) “Optical Safety Guidance Systems” was
specified that safety guidance system must be planned and installed by 
an expert in the way that escape routes, emergency exits and danger
zones, as well as fire protection establishments are visible for the insured 
persons even if there is smoke. A conventional simple marking of the
escape routes with signs as often used is not regarded as sufficient.
